Personal Relationships with God
A Pleasure or a Pain

Noah was a pleasure to the Lord. We are either a pleasure to the Lord, or a pain! “The Lord
observed the extent of the people’s wickedness, and he saw that all their thoughts were
consistently and totally evil.....It broke his heart” Gen5 6: 5-4 Noah, however found favour
with his Creator. What are the conditions of such favoured friendship?

First we need to find out how we can bring pleasure to the Lord. Sometimes we really want
to please the Lord, but we don’t bother to find out how to do that. We’re a lot more interested
in how he can please us. The first thing that pleases God is our right behaviour — our holy
living even when no one around us is behaving properly. What is holy living? What lifestyle
and mind-set bring pleasure to God? God delights in people who are truthful (Prov 12:22).
As a wise Father, he delights in us when we do everything he wants us to (Ps 16:3). Above
all, he delights to see us purely and simply delighting in himself and not just in his gifts.

Noah was the only truly righteous man living on the earth at that time (Gen 6:9) for Noah
knew and understood God. It wasn't easy. It's hard to be the only one pleasing God when
no one else is bothering. What was the state of Noah’s society? The crime rate was rising —
there was “violence and depravity everywhere” (Gen 6:12). God saw that the world was
rotten to the core. Noah was God’s friend when others chose the friendship of the devil. But
Noah tried always to conduct his affairs according to God’s will and commands (Gen 6:9, 22)

Do we care more about pleasing God than pleasing others of ourselves? Do we see our
world as “rotten to the core” as God sees it, and do we side with him? Then we can call
ourselves God's friends!

When God looks at us, are we a pleasure to him or a pain?

@ 3 cups sifted Leviticus 24:5

@ 3 teaspoons 2 Kings 2:20

@ 3 teaspoons Amos 4.5

@ 1 teaspoon Exodus 3:23

@ 1/4 teaspoon each 2 Chronicles 9:9
@ 1/2 cup Judges 4:19

@ 3/4 chopped Genesis 43:11

@ 3/4 cup finely cut Jeremiah 24:5

@ 3/4 cup 2 Samuel 16:1

aWhole Genesis 43:11

Method:

@ Cream Genesis 18 with Jeremiah 6. Beat in yolks of Isaiah 10, one at a time. Sift together Leviticus
24; 2 Kings 2; Amos 4; Exodus 30; and 2 Chronicles 9.

@ Blend into creamed mixture alternately with Judges 4. Beat whites of Isaiah 10 till stiff; fold in. Fold
in chopped Genesis 43; Jeremiah 24; and 2 Samuel 16. Turn into 10-inch tube pan that has been
greased and dusted with Leviticus 24.

@ Bake at 325 degrees F until it is golden brown or Gabriel blows his trumpet, whichever happens
first. Bake for an hour and ten minutes. Remove from oven. After fifteen minutes, remove it from the
pan. Cool completely. Drizzle over it some Burnt Jeremiah Syrup and decorate with Genesis 43:11

BURNT JEREMIAH SYRUP
Ingredients:

#1 1/2 cups Jeremiah 6:20

®1/2 cup Genesis 24:45

®#1/4 cup Genesis 18:8

Method:

@ Melt Jeremiah 6 in a heavy skillet over low heat. Keep cooking it till it is a deep gold, then add
Genesis 24. Cook till smooth and remove from the heat. Add Genesis 18 and stir till it melts, then
cool.
